Illustrate that you have researched the topic, increases the credibility of your argument.  In academia, working with sources is thought of as “engaging in a conversation” with other scholars

Self-analysis, critical examination of your own work

Most of what we do in this class will be drawing from the works of others, so obviously we need to think about proper citation

14

Writers (both student and professional) have a responsibility to acknowledge the work of others when they use it their own writing

In Western culture (and, increasingly, across the world), plagiarism is considered dishonest

16

In an academic setting, s/a OSU, you can be held accountable for violations of academic integrity, with disastrous consequences for your academic career

Even though the Internet is a massive collection of documents written by often seemingly anonymous authors, you must still acknowledge information gathered from online sources, and cite it appropriately (regardless of whether it is copyrighted).

The legal principle of Fair Use, which applies in the cases of writing in educational settings (i.e., this class) says that you may use brief passages without the author’s permission but you must still cite it appropriately.
